- Apply a generous dose of engine oil on the axis and bronze bearings, and then
let soak for half a day.
- Wipe the excess of oil with a clean cloth, replace the caps (30) and put the
machine back on its base.

- Repeat the operation on the other side of the machine.

Mounting pinless blade (Fig 14 & 15):

- Place the 2 pinless blade mounts (28) in the built-in caliber on the top of the
frame (Fig 14).

4.3 Changing the table insert

Change the table insert (10) before it becomes too worn; wood scraps may fall into the
lower compartment of the machine and may cause damages.

- Remove the old table insert by pushing it from under the table.

Warning! Wear gloves to prevent injury.

- Place the new table insert: make sure it is oriented properly and does not block

the worktable tilting.

4.4 Changing the blade guard (Fig 4)

The blade guard (7) is a protective element for your safety; it is important that it
is in good condition.

- Unscrew and remove the damaged guard and replace it with a new one.

- Position the new blade guard (7) at the top of the rod (15) and secure it with 1

set Phillips screw / flat washers / M5 nut.

Keep it loose enough so you can move the guard easily.

4.5 Changing the carbon brushes (Fig 16)

The Motor employs carbon brushes which are consumable parts. When they
become worn to or near the "wear limit", it could result in motor trouble. The machine
must then be sent to an after-sales service agent.

When you have to replace the carbon brushes by yourself, please proceed as following:

- Both carbon brushes should be replaced at the same time.

- Use only identical carbon brushes.

- Loosen and remove the two brush caps (29): one is on the top of the motor

housing, the other one is under the base.

- Remove the carbon brushes.

- After replacing the carbon brushes, reinstall and screw the two brush caps (29).

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4. MAINTENANCE AND INSPECTION

CAUTION! Always pull out the mains power plug before starting any maintenance.
CAUTION! Repair, modification and inspection must be carried out by Service Center.
In the operation and maintenance of power tools, the safety regulations and standards

prescribed in each country must be observed.

4.1 Cleaning and maintenance
- Keep the machine clean.
- All plastic parts should be cleaned with a soft damp cloth. NEVER use solvents
to clean plastic parts. They could possibly dissolve or damage the material.
- Clean the dust port.
- Check the power cord and plug for any wear or damage.
- Check for any loose screws or various accessories. Should any of the screws be
loose, retighten them immediately. Failure to do so could result in serious hazard.
- Keep all safety devices, air vents and the motor housing free of dirt and dust as
far as possible.
- Regularly clean all parts of the machine using a soft cloth, brush or compressed
air. Do not use cleaning agents or solvents. A general cleaning should be done
after every use to avoid future problems and ensure that the machine is in ready
condition for its next use.
WARNING! If blowing sawdust, wear a proper dust mask and eye protection to
prevent debris from being inhaled and blowing into your eyes.
- Keep the machine clean and free of resin and rust.
- Apply a thin coat of paste wax on the worktable time to time. It will help the
workpiece glide across the worktable smoothly.
- Check all machine accessories (worktable, miter gauge, dust blower, pressure
foot, blade guard, etc.) to ensure that they are in perfect working condition.
4.2 Changing the blade (Fig 11 to 15)
CAUTION:
- The blade can become very hot during working process. Before replacing, allow
the blade to cool down.
- When mounting and replacing the saw blade, it is recommended to wear
protective gloves.

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- Press the pedal to start the machine.

- Release the pedal to stop the machine.
CAUTION! The machine remains switched on: press the red button on the main

Lighting:

- The LED light (b) is supplied with an independent switch.

- Arrange the lamp properly to light the cutting area on the table.

3.2 Adjusting the cutting speed (Fig 10)
The cutting speed must be adjuted according to the material and the type of cut to be
made.
- Start the machine (see 3.1) and turn the knob (24) to adjust the cutting speed:
- To the right "+" to increase the speed.
- To the left "—" to reduce the speed.
WARNING! The speed controller button should only be operated when the machine is
running.
Note: You can adjust the rotation speed of the PTO flexible shaft in the same way.
- Slow speed from 550 to 900 spm: for tight curves in very fine materials
(up to 3mm).
- Average speed from 900 to 1200 spm: for fine cuts in materials up to 13mm.
- Fast speed from 1200 to 1600 spm: for fast cuts in hard or soft woods up to
50mm.
3.3 Curved cuts
- Start the machine (see 3.1) and adjust the cutting speed (see 3.2).
- Hold the piece firmly on the table and push it towards the blade.
- Push and move the workpiece by following the line, but do not force the blade;
let it do the cut.
- Never turn the workpiece without pushing it, ie without sawing: the blade can
get jammed, bend, or can break.

- Switch the machine off.
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- Before starting work, perforrm a dry run. If you notice an unusual noise, stop the
machine and unplug it. Do not turn it on again before having solved the problem.
3.1 Switching On and Off (Fig 10)
- The machine can be started with the rocker switch (21) or the pedal (14).
- The blade moves down and up alternately.
- During the machining, always press the piece of wood on the table without
jamming or braking the blade.
- Do not exert excessive pressure on the blade, allow it to cut; if the blade hangs,
an accident could occur.
CAUTION!
- Make all adjustments (worktable tilting, pressure foot, dust blower, blade safety
guard, miter gauge ...) before starting the machine.
- Always keep your hands away from the blade.
- Do not start the machine if the blade is in contact with the workpiece.
- Stay alert and be ready to stop the machine in case of danger or problem.
- After the machine is turned off, the tool remains in motion for a short time.
Power On / Off:
- Make sure that the rocker switch (21) is in position "0".
- Press the green button of the main switch (22) marked "I" for switching on: the
power light (23) will turn red.
- To power off the machine, press the red button of the main switch (22) marked
"0": the power light (23) should be off.
Starting with rocker switch (21):
- Switch on the machine.
- To start the machine, press the rocker switch (21) in position "T".
- To stop the machine, press the rocker switch (21) in position "0".
CAUTION! The machine remains switched on: press the red button on the main
switch (22) marked "0" to power off
Starting with the pedal (14):
The pedal (14) will be useful for closed cuts: it allows you having hands free to hold
the workpiece correctly when starting the machine.

- Switch on the machine.
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- Certain dusts, such as oak or beech dust, are considered as carcinogenic,

especially in connection with wood-treatment additives (chromate, wood

preservative).

- Materials containing asbestos may only be worked by specialists.

- Prevent dust accumulation at the workplace; dusts can easily ignite.

- Provide for good ventilation of the working place.

- It is recommended to wear a P2 filter-class respirator.

- Clean the sawdust port, especially if you cut wet wood: use a piece of wood or

a blower. Perform this operation only when the machine is stopped and discon

nected from the mains! Never reach into the sawdust collector! The dust outlet

(12) is on the front of the machine.

- Connect a vacuum cleaner to the dust outlet (12) with an extraction hose (not

supplied). The vacuum cleaner must be suitable for the material being worked.
Dust blower:

The dust blower (6) avoids accumulation of sawdust in the kerf and thus limits
the risk of blade breakage. Always position the dust blower so as to clean the kerf.
CAUTION! The only purpose of the dust blower is to remove the sawdust from the

kerf: it does not clean the worktable in any way. For this, use a vacuum cleaner!

3. OPERATION

Note :
- Ensure that the power source to be utilized conforms to the machine
requirements specified on the product nameplate.
- The electric motor has been designed for one voltage only. Always check that
the power supply corresponds to the voltage on the rating plate.
- This machine protection is class I: it must be grounded. In the event of a
malfunction or breakdown, Earth grounding provides a path of least resistance for
electric current to reduce the risk of electric shock. This machine is equipped with
an electric cord having an equipment-grounding conductor and a grounding plug.
The plug must be plugged into a matching outlet that is properly installed and

grounded in accordance with all local codes and ordinances.
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2. SETTINGS
CAUTION!
To prevent accidents, make sure to turn the switch off and disconnect to the plug
from the power receptacle.
2.1 Adjusting the blade tension (Fig 8)
The blade should be tight enough in order to not twist or come out of its slots.
The blade should not be too tight so as not to break prematurely, or damage the
swing arms.
Adjust the blade tension:
- Turn the lever (4):
- Clockwise to tighten the blade.
- Counterclockwise to release the tension.
- Check the tension of the blade by applying a slight lateral pressure in its middle:
the blade must deviate slightly from its trajectory.
Release the blade tension (changing the blade, rest stand machine):
- Fully raise the lever (4).
WARNING! Release the blade tension if the machine is not used for a long time.
DANGER! Make sure that the lever (4) is lowered down before starting the machine.
2.2 Adjusting the worktable (Fig 9)
The worktable (3) can be tilted up to 45 ° to the left.
- Loosen the knob screw (19), tilt the table to the desired angle using the scale
and the pointer, then tighten the knob screw (19).
Before making the first cuts, it is important to check the squareness of the blade
with the worktable.
- Loosen the knob screw (19), adjust the squareness of the blade and the table
with a set square (not supplied) then tighten the knob screw (19).
- Check that the pointer is positioned on zero of the scale. If necessary, loosen the
Phillips screw (20), adjust the pointer to zero, and tighten the screw (20).
2.3 Dust/Chips extraction
CAUTION!
- Dusts from materials such as lead-containing coatings, some wood types, can be
harmful to one's health. Touching or breathing-in the dusts can cause allergic

reactions and/or lead to respiratory infections of the user or bystanders.
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1.3 Installing the blade safety guard (Fig 4)
The safety guard (7) protects the user from unintentional contact with blade and any
projections in case the blade breaks.
It must be lowered above the workpiece, making the blade inaccessible.
Note: If you are not familiar with the use of a scroll saw, you may break the blades
quite often. This is why it is important that the blade guard is positioned correctly.
- Position the blade guard (7) at the top of the rod (15) and secure it with 1 set
Phillips screw/flat washers/Mb nut. Keep it loose enough so you can move the
guard easily.
1.4 Installing the miter gauge (Fig 5)
The miter gauge (9) is required for all cross, straight or beveled cuts; it is adjustable
up to 4b ° right and left.
- Insert the miter gauge slide bar into one of the 2 grooves of the worktable (3).
- Loosen the knob screw, adjust the desired angle with the pointer and

graduation, and tighten the thumbscrew.

1.5 Installing the PTO flexible rotary shaft (Fig 6 & 7)
The PTO flexible rotary shaft (13) will be useful to carry out all finishing works
(drilling, sanding, deburring ...).
CAUTION! Fit the PTO rotary shaft only when needed.
CAUTION! The PTO rotary shaft must be disassembled, and the cap screwed back
when using the machine in sawing mode.
CAUTION! Make sure that no blade is mounted on the machine when using the PTO
rotary shaft.
- Unscrew cap and tighten PTO rotary shaft (Fig 6).
- Insert the bent rod (17) into the handle's hole and rotate the chuck by hand until
the rod is fully engaged (Fig 7).
- Insert the shank of the tool into the chuck, and tighten the tool into the chuck
with the open wrench (18).

1. Machine Setup
1.1. Carrying and installing the machine (Fig 2)
CAUTION!
- Always secure all moving parts before carrying the machine. If parts of the machine
move or slide while being carried, loss of control or balance may occur resulting in
personal injury.
- Lift the machine only by handling its arm or its base. Do not lift the machine by
using the work table.
The machine base (1) has 3 holes in order to facilitate bench mounting.
- Place the machine on a level, horizontal bench or work table, and fix the saw to
the bench using 3 bolts (not supplied).
- If desired, you can mount the saw to a piece of 1/2" (13 mm) or thicker solid
wood which can then be clamped to your work support or moved to other job
sites and re-clamped.
CAUTION!
Make sure that the mounting surface is not warped as an uneven surface can cause
binding and inaccurate sawing.
1.2. Installing the pressure foot (Fig 3)
The pressure foot (8) protects the user from possible rise of the workpiece during
sawing. It maintains the workpiece on the table and facilitates user's movements.
- Insert the rod (1b) into its holder and secure it with the knob screw (16).
- Place the pressure foot (8) at the bottom of the rod and secure it with 1 set of
Phillips screw M6x10 / flat washer. To adjust the pressure foot:
